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South Australia-National Pharmacy Cricket Champions

The ground of the Mooroopna Cricket Club, established in 1875, over the river from Shepparton, was the place from the 4th National Pharmacy Cricket Carnival.

Six teams of Pharmacists from each State played in glorious sunny weather over four days, hosted by the hospitable and generous members of the Mooroopna Cricket Club.
The features of the Carnival were that two states, New South Wales & South Australia recorded just under 300 runs in their 50 over opening games.  For New South Wales opener Nathan Blackmore playing against Western Australia scored 98 only missing his century when caught on the boundary rope going for a six.

Victoria and South Australia met in the final, Victoria batting first was held to 181 runs in their 50 overs. Jeff Gallagher top scoring with 71. South Australia in reply were in early trouble at 2 for 21, then 5 for 99. Michael Wakim 50 retired & Stu Hook 50 retired with Michael Broadbent 24 not out, took the side to victory in the 48 over 6 for 184.
Victorian Brendan Crisp took 4 for 9 off 4 overs but it was not enough to give his team victory.

South Australia are now the National Pharmacy Cricket Champions for 2010 - 2011

In one of the 20/20 matches played on the last day for Queensland v NSW. Sean Harris QLD going in at number 6 scored 116 with 12 six’s & 6 fours. A record that will probably never be equaled.

In the other games Queensland  7/107 v Tasmania 104 , Victoria 4/114 v Western Australia 112 and VIC 165 v NSW 139, and South Australia 5/188 v Tasmania 191 and SA - 5/188 v Queensland 6/187.
